MAKING THE MOST OF PARENT/TEACHER INTERVIEWS

Does the thought of the upcoming Parent/Teacher Interview make you nervous?
Ten minutes to discuss your concerns about the progress of your child may not
seem adequate. However, if you organize your thoughts and prepare ahead of time,
these few minutes may prove invaluable for both you and your child. Here are some
suggestions:

1. Talk to your child on a regular basis about what's happening in school.

2. Plan and write down specific questions or concerns. Remember that you
only have 10 minutes for the interview.

3. Take your child along to the interview if at all possible.

4. The teacher may ask you some questions such as what is your child's atti-

tude toward school? Are there any physical or emotional problems we should know
about? How and where does your child do homework? These questions are not
meant to pry or interfere. They simply give the teacher more insight into your child's
school life and do what is best for them.

5. Ask for specific follow-up suggestions. Should you be doing something ex-
tra at home with your child? Are there some enrichment activities which can begin
at home? How can | support my child's learning at home?

6. Check the school website on a regular basis to get homework and an-
nouncement information.

A Special Notice from HPETA (Hanover Physical Edu-
cation Teachers’ Association

Dear Parents/Guardians of Students in the Hanover
School Division:

We would like to take this opportunity to wish all of our
students a very active and healthy school year. We
extend best wishes to all of our student athletes,
coaches and volunteers, as they embark in their new
seasons of Cross Country Running, Soccer, Volleyball,
Basketball, Badminton, Fast-ball, Track and Field, and
Dragon Boat Races.

All new parent volunteers are reminded to get their re-
quired criminal checks done, if they have not already
done so. Our school division requires this of any par-
ent volunteers that drive, or take part in any extra-
curricular or school based activities. Please see your
school Administrator or Physical Education teacher for
these forms.

A very important note to all parents: students are NOT
to wear any form of jewellery during their Physical Edu-
cation classes. Students are asked to remove all forms
of jewellery (rings, necklaces, earrings and studs—of
ALL forms, and any other fashion jewellery). Dangling
and obtrusive jewellery pose very serious safety risks,
during any form of physical activity. The Safety Guide-
lines for Physical Activity in Manitoba Schools clearly
states in its guidelines and protocols, that wearing any
form of jewellery IS NOT PERMITTED. Jewellery that
cannot be removed and which presents a safety con-
cern (Medical Alert Identification) must be taped over.
Medical Alert jewellery is the only form of jewellery that
will be permitted in Physical Education Classes, or ex-
tra-curricular programs. We sincerely appreciate your
cooperation in regards to this matter.
